Debrecen

Debrecen is the second largest city in Hungary, the scientific and cultural capital, festival city of the Eastern part of the country. Being one of the strongholds of Protestantism, it is often called the “Calvinist Rome”. Its thermal baths are visited by thousands of people wishing to heal or just on vacation; more than 20,000 students study at its university and colleges.

Several hundred thousand visitors come to Debrecen every year to participate in its different festivals: Spring and Autumn festivals, Flower Festival, Béla Bartók International Chorus Competition, Military Brass Band Festival, Jazz Days or the Summer University, just to mention a few.

The city of more than 200,000 inhabitants is situated in the north-eastern part of the Great Plain, a 220 km drive from Budapest. Its precise geographical position is 47° 32’ 10” of the northern latitude and 21° 38’ 40” of the eastern longitude. It is on the same line of longitude as the Finnish Turku, the northernmost town in the World, the Norwegian Hammerfest, and it is at the same distance from the Equator as Graz, Basel, Dijon or Seattle. Its twin cities and partnerships come from three continents.
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Kölcsey Convention Centre
Considering its size, Kölcsey Convention Centre with an area of almost 13,000 m2 is the largest conference centre in eastern Hungary. The building complex consisting of several parts gives place to a 3 storey modern art museum, a four star hotel with accommodation for 192 people and an underground parking lot with 300 parking places.

The central unit in the facility is a grand hall suitable for seating 750 people, - with an adjustable and enlargeable mobile stage – supplemented by 8 section rooms with room for 100 people each (90 m2/hall). The plenary room on the ground floor and the 4 section rooms can be made into one hall due to the flexible walls, thereby having enough space for organizing events for 1,150 people. The grand hall is suitable for lectures, classical and pop music concerts, conferences, exhibitions and fashion shows.

The mobile and sound-proof walls of the 4-4 section rooms on the ground floor and second floor make it possible to have 2-2 180 m2 area rooms per each floor suitable for 180 people. Yet another exhibition hall, dance hall and a ball room for 300 people is also organically attached to these, which opened together with the reception hall become suitable for organizing balls, concerts, receptions, chamber music concerts or conferences. The exhibition room and the reception hall of the facility are excellent sites for different exhibitions and fairs.

Főnix Hall
The biggest event hall in the northern Great Plain region has been home in the past years to numerous worldwide competitions, high ranking concerts and lectures. A Gymnastics World Championship, Sport Aerobic European Championship, Division II Youth Ice Hockey Championship, Women Handball European Championship, Men and Women Individual Gymnastics European Championship and Judo Men and Women European Team Championship have been held in the grand facility. Besides the sports events, the opening concert of the 2003 world tour of Iron Maiden was held here, but world famous stars such as Richard Clayderman, David Copperfield, Joe Cocker, Bryan Adams and Lenny Kravitz have also performed in the hall.
